Midtown Xpress Service Begins 

From Hiram/Powder Springs

Route 477 Begins Monday, February 11
                
                ATLANTA- Xpress will grow again Monday, February 11, when it adds Route 477 Hiram/Powder Springs service to Midtown Atlanta. 

                “One of most popular routes has been Route 470 in the Highway 6 corridor,” said Steve Stancil, Georgia Regional Transportation Authority Executive Director. “By adding Route 477 we’ll give riders going to Midtown more direct service and perhaps relieve some of the crowding we’ve experienced on Route 470.”   

                The park and ride lots for Route 477 are located at Movies 278 Park and Ride at the intersection of Highway 278 and Metromont Road in Hiram and at the Powder Springs Park and Ride lot at 5100 Dallas Powder Springs Road near the intersection of Richard Sailors Parkway and Florence Road in Powder Springs.

Four morning trips will depart from the Movies 278 park and ride every 30 minutes from 5:35 a.m. through 7:05 a.m. Five evening trips will begin from the Civic Center MARTA station beginning at 3:05 p.m. and continuing at 3:50 p.m., 4:20 p.m., 5:05 p.m. and 5:50 p.m. One afternoon reverse commute trip, as CCT route 77, will operate from the Movies 278 Park and Ride beginning at 4:35 p.m.   A complete schedule follows.

                Route 477 Hiram/Powder Springs will be operated by Cobb Community Transit (CCT). CCT fares of $3 one-way, $47 for a 20-ride ticket and $90 for a 31-day pass will be charged. More information is available on the CCT and Xpress websites at www.cobbdot.org/cct.htm and www.XpressGa.com.
